How many times have [ walked up to a grave and felt somehow that there was love there for
me? [ cannot say. It goes beyond just documenting the facts. It goes to who I am and why 1 do the things I do. It goes to
seeing a cemetery about to be lost forever to weeds and indjfference, and saying "I can't let this happen”.

The bones here are bones of my bone and flesh of my flesh. It goes to doing something about it. It goes to pride in what
our ancestors were able to accomplish, to how they contributed to what we are today. It goes to respecting their hardships
and losses, their never giving in or giving up, their resoluteness to go on and build a life for their family. It goes to deep
pride that they fought to make and keep us a nation. It goes to a deep and immense understanding that they were doing it
for us, that we might be born who we are, that we might remember them. So we do. With love and caring and scribing
each fact of their existence because we are them and they are us. 1 tell the story of my, family. It is up to that one called in
the next generations to answer the call and take their place in the long line of family storytellers. That is why I do my
family genealogy and that is why I call those, young and old, to step up and put flesh on the bones.

By Eva [McLean] Miller, as told to her by her grandmother, Jane [Currie] McLean 1847 - 1939

As a young girl, I liked to visit my grandmother who lived
in a big house on the hill in Charlo, Restigouche County, NB. She
told me many stories of her life. She bore 10 children, my father,
John Currie McLean, being one of them.

Her mother and father came from the Island of Arran
[near] in Scotland, about 1834. Her mother was far along in a
pregnancy and was 6 weeks traveling from Scotland to this land in
a sailing vessel where there were few comforts. Her mother
Elizabeth's maiden name was Ferguson and her father was John
Currie. She was very anxious to come to Canada as most of the
Ferguson relatives had already emigrated to Canada but John
Currie was not anxious to come to Canada as most of HIS people
were still living in Arran Island. He had a good trade; he was a
weaver and had set up his carding mill and wove cloth and
blankets. People for many miles brought their wool to him to be
carded. Many people had their own looms. [John] carried on his
work in River Louison; his carding mill was on that river, and his
home near it.

They had a large family of girls but just one son, John
Currie, Jr. The girls helped their father and mother with the work.
Growing most of their own food, curing meat and fish for the
winter. They dried apple rings, stringing them up on long lines to
dry. They kept a few cows, calves, pigs, hens, and sheep so they
had mile, eggs, meat, cheese, butter and wool to keep them warm
in this cold climate.

Life was hard in those days. Money was scarce — no
hospitals nearby, doctors few, their knowledge limited, no miracle
drugs or vaccines so that when a disease such as diphtheria broke
out, many people died. Small pox also took many lives as did
typhoid fever, scarlet fever. Influenza [and pneumonia] also took
a heavy toll of lives.

There were women who were midwives and who nursed
the sick, they were skillful and did the best they could. When a
team of horses bolted, injuring the driver so that his leg had to be
amputated, a message was sent to Campbellton from Charlo
Station and the doctor was taken to the patient by special railway
locomotive. He operated on the kitchen table.

The people were deeply religious — Scottish Presbyterians.
Only tasks which could not be left were done on Sunday. Potatoes
scrubbed ready for cooking, shoes polished on Saturday stood
ready for Sunday church. As the horses needed a rest on Sunday
also, many folks walked to church, often 5 — 6 miles. It has been
said that in nice weather, they walked in their bare feet to save
their footwear, putting their boots on as they neared the church.

The Bible was read regularly and was a great source of
strength and courage to the early settlers. Every family had an
altar and the father read the Bible and prayed, all of the family in
attendance at family worship. If they were musical, a hymn would
be sung also. My grandmother’s father did not approve of dancing
but his daughters loved to dance and went to a school house to
dance after he went to bed.

[One day7] a leaf fell from the Bible and when the page was
read, it seemed like a condemnation on them and what was
laughter turned to tears. They sent for her father who prayed for
them and lead them in worship. There began a great revival in
Jacquet River that is felt to this day.

Once or twice a day, a cobbler would come to the village,
going from house to house, making boets for all the family — low
shoes such as we have today were not in general use — boots laced
or buttoned, reached about 3 inches above the ankle.

Milk was set in shallow pans on shelves in a storehouse
where it was kept cool. The cream was skimmed off by hand, set to
sour and then churned into butter. Sometimes the container was of
crockery, narrowed at the top into which the plunger could be
inserted at churning time. A cross-like piece of wood with a long
handle was worked up and down into the cream till the butter was
made. The buttermilk [was then] drawn off. The butter washed
several times in clean water and salt worked in. It would then be
packed tightly in a clean crock and strong brine solution poured
over (strong enough to float an egg) would help preserve the
butter for winter use. Later, people would build snow or ice
houses, a building with double walls, filled with sawdust for
mnsulation. Ice and snow was stored in this building and this was
years before electric refrigeration.

The farmers worked in groups and raised farm buildings
together and helped plant the seed and to harvest the crops.
Money was seldom exchanged. The same groups going from farm
to farm till all was done — the women folk cooked and baked to
feed the men working in the fields, carrying them pitchers of cold
water, vinegar water sweetened and a drink made with a little raw
oatmeal. After threshing oats, the men’s faces were often so dark
that one could hardly recognize them.

In the fall, the men went to the woodlot to cut a good
supply of wood to last the long cold weather and the chips would
fly till enough wood was cut to keep two or three stoves going.
After a little snow fell, to make easier sledding, the logs would be
hauled home with a team of horses hitched to a sled. When all of
the wood was stacked high, a neighbour with a gasoline engine,
belt and saw, would come and it would be an all day job to cut up
the pile of wood. Later it would be split by hand with an axe into
pieces small enough to go into the stove. [This wood]] was left in
the sun to dry till mid-summer, then piled in the wood shed for
winter.

These paragraphs following were in the middle of this essay but I
have moved them to the end as they appear to be Eva Miller’s recounting
what she knew of her grandmother Jane's life as a mother and wife to
Donald Mclean, rather than as a daughter and sister in the Currie
household.

My grandmother was married at a young age to Donald
McLean, a schoolteacher who later kept a small country store.
Grandmother Jane Currie told me she made every stitch of clothes
that she wore as a bride — the wool taken from the back of a sheep
to her own — was washed, carded, spun, woven and made into
dresses, petticoats, underwear and stockings. Jane was strong and
healthy, her flesh “so firm it could not be pinched”. She worked
hard growing food, sewing, knitting and rearing her large family.

She was anxious for learning and read many books, to be
as well read as her husband. Many sorrows were their lot. Their
son, Peter, a brilliant student, graduated from UNB and received
the appointment of Rhodes Scholar. He was teaching school in
Sussex at that time was taken suddenly ill. He was operated on but
the appendix was ruptured and he died at the age of 26.
Grandmother “cradled her grief-stricken husband in her arms”.
Their son, Alexander, a lovable boy, was working in the fields on a
very hot day. He became overheated and stripped down and went
in to the icy cold Charlo River. He got a severe chill from which
he never recovered, passing away at the age of 19; another son,
Donald, only lived just a few days.

Some changes, additions and clarifications were made by Jane’s
great granddaughter, Katherine Ferne Stewart McCombe.

Donald Stewart McLean & Jane Currie

Donald Stewart McLean was born in Blair Athol, Scotland in 1833, the son
of Alexander McLean and Christian Stewart. In 1852, with his:parents and sib-
lings, he emigrated to Restigouche County, New Brunswick. He was 19 years old.

Donald McLean graduated from the Provincial Normal School in Saint John,
NB and taught in schools throughout New Brunswick; he returned to Restigouche
County to become a schoolmaster in River Louison in 1861. :

As was the custom in that time, Donald boarded with the John Currie family
in River Louison (now Nash Creek), and he fell in love their sixth daughter, Jane.
They were married on 7 January 1869 when he was 36 and she was 22. For their
wedding gift, his parents built a large home for them at the top of McLean’s hill (see
picture). As children, we knew it as "Aunt Christina’s house" and were the happy
recipients of many wonderful apples from their orchard.

Reading from the writings of their granddaughter, Eva McLean Miller,
Donald and Jane’s life was a busy one, no doubt a hard one and certainly an industri-
ous one. Donald took an active interest in religious and educational matters and was
esteemed by all with whom he came in contact for his upright and moral character.
He and Jane had 9 children and watched six of them grow up to adulthood. Some of
their children left for distant parts of the country and the world; others remained in
close proximity to their parents and siblings.

Donald died in 1924. Jane remained in the house at the top of McLean’s hill,
with her daughter Christina (widow of William Hamilton) and next door to her
son, John Currie McLean and his large family. Pictures of Jane in her late 70’s show
a woman with a youthful face and a happy demeanor; certainly she was very well
loved by all of her family, especially her grandchildren who had many fond memo-
ries of listening to her recount the stories of her life as a young girl in River
Louison.

Jane died in 1939 and her daughter Christina continued to live in the family
home until her own death in 1952.

Of Donald and Jane’s nine children, Catherine Eva MclLean was their 7th
child and 3rd daughter. She was my maternal grandmother, known to our family as
Grandma Jones.

In the passing of Donald McLean, of Charlo, which
occurred on Dec, 4th, 1924, Restigouche has lost one of
it’s oldest and most respected citizens,

The late Mr. Mclean, who at the time of his death
was in his ninety-first year, was born in Blair Athol,
Perthshire, Scotland. His mother, Christian Stewart, was
a cousin of Dr. Alexander Duff, the pioneer missionary,
and a sister of Peter Stewart who settled in Dalhousie
and established the first shipping and mercantile business
in Restigouche in 1829, and was the first member of the
Legislature for the counties of Restigouche and
Gloucester, which-were then one constituency.

The family came to this country in 1852 and shortly
afterward, Mr. McLean graduated from the Provincial
Normal School, which wis then in St. John and taught
school for many years in that Ccounty and Restigouche.

Later he went into business from which he retired
several years ago. Throughout his long life, he took an
active interest in religious and educational matters, and
Wwas esteemed by all with whom he came in contact for
his upright, moral character.

He is survived by his widow Jane Currie; one sister,
Christina (Christy) Henderson, Charlo, and a brother,
Peter McLean of Campbellton, also six daughters, Mrs.

Dr. Charles M. Jones died suddenly early in the
morning of Sunday, 22 December 1968. He had
worked Saturday morning and attended a wedding
reception that night.

We extend our deepest sympathy to his
wife Marjorie, his daughters Jeanne and Carolyn, his
stepson Hugh and his brother Delbert.

Charley was a man of many interests and
master of them all. No man was longer associated
with the Halifax Infirmary than was he. This started
with working around the old Infirmary on
Barrington St. for his room and board while a
medical student. In 1931, a year after graduation in
Medicine, he became the Radiologist of the
I ;

He planned the X-Ray Department of the
present Infirmary that was built in 1933. He planned
the expansion to the present large department and
the expansion that is now in progress.

Twenty years ago, Dr. Jones did all the
radiology, both diagnostic and therapeutic, EKG’s
and physiotherapy. All separated, leaving diagnostic
X-Ray as a separate department. He was a father
confessor to the medical staff. For the last few years,
he was an ombudsman to see that patients got into
hospital if they needed to but did not stay any longer
than necessary.

War broke out in 1939. He joined the
Army, becoming radiologist of No. 7 General
Hospital and serving overseas. When the hospital

was slated to go to the continent and work in tents,

Dr. Jones learned all the tricks of tent raising from a
circus tent master, and soon the hospital set a record
for getting their tents erected.

| Dr. Jones came back after the war. His next
interest was the Halifax Symphony. This started as a
small concert group and kept expanding until it
became a Symphony Orchestra. In the process,
Charley sold tickets, scrounged funds, erected
soundboards and even became a member of the
Musicians’ Union.

The next big interest was sailing. He had a
small schooner, “Sahoose” which was his great
hobby for several years. He became a Rear
Commodore of the RN.S.Y.S.

In 1959 the Hospital Insurance Plan
started. Dr. Jones was President of the radiologists

and there were battles with the Commission and the |

Medical Society. Then he became consultant to the
Commission on Radiology for every hospital in the
province. Any change in any X-Ray department had
to have his approval.

In between these interests, he had many
hobbies and was master of all of them; photography,
metal working, wood working, glass collection,
clocks, gardening and even bricklaying. :

Dr. Charles McLean Jones, 62, Chief of Radiology at

Halifax Infirmary and Associate Professor of |

was the first full-time radiologist at Halifax Infirmary
and was a member of the staff for 37 years.

Dr. Jones was a member of the Canadian, Nova
Scotian, and Halifax medical societies and was a
councilor of the North American Society of
Radiologists.

An ear] ing fire of spectacular pro-
portions l{nt Saturday demolizhed the large
wareghouse of the Georgs Eddy Co., Itd., at
the West end of town, destroying the build-
ing and contents, a3 well a5 a part of the
lumber in the adjoining lumber yerd.

stream of water could be brought to bear'on
it. All available hydrants wers pressed into
service as the firemen flnyod eight streams
on the holacaush, fighting to Urrotact several
dwallinga which closely adjoined the burn-
ing structure. Working in intense heat,
but rided by the sbasnce of any wind, the
loeal brigade was abla to prevent seriocus
spread of the flames. It was necessary to
keep & fire guard on the rufns for about 48
hours after the blaze was subdued.
